Consider Bid for Airport Flood Repair Project — Public Works Director Mike McDonald presented for
consideration the single bid from Baker Construction to repair/restore Sherman Airfield office and hangar
building. Repairs to the facility are necessary after severe flooding throughout 2019. The City has flood
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insurance on the office and attached hangar and received a settlement check from FEMA after depreciation
and deductible in the amount of $165,605.41 to offset the costs of repairs.

Commissioner Griswold moved to approve the bid from Baker Construction to repair the Sherman Airfield
hangar and office building in an amount not to exceed $123,135.32. Commissioner Bauder seconded the
motion and the motion was unanimously approved. The Mayor declared the motion carried 5-0.

Consider Sole Source Bid with Douglas Pump for Bar Screen at Water Pollution Control - Public Works
Director Mike McDonald presented for consideration a sole source bid for a bar rake and assembly for the
bar screen damaged during the flooding earlier in the year.

Commissioner Griswold moved to approve the sole source contract with Douglas Pump for the purchase
and repair bids of the bar screen rake and assembly in the amount not to exceed $140,788.00.
Commissioner Dedeke seconded the motion and the motion was unanimously approved. The Mayor
declared the motion carried 5-0.

DISCUSSION

On May 14, 2019, the City Commission adopted Resolution B-2220 regarding demolition of 20 structures.
At that time, the Commission voted to grant an extension to the owners of the following properties to
allow for completion of the needed work. The Commission reviewed the properties on August 13, 2019
and voted again to grant an extension to October 22, 2019 to allow for completion of needed work. At
the October 22, 2019 meeting, the Commission voted to grant a 60 day extension to the following
properties:

1. 1021S. 2™ Street — Single family house
Work is ongoing, no new permits issued.
2. 305 N. 2™ Street — Single family house
No visible change, no new permits issued.
3. 326 Osage — Single family house
No visible change, active permit for electrical work and interior renovations.
4. 400 N. 5% Street — 2 story residential structure
Work is ongoing, active permit for siding, roof and windows

Mayor Wilson, Mr. Kramer, Leavenworth City Commission -

The Leavenworth County Commission would like to solicit support for a proposed new bridge across the Missouri River.
While the actual route is yet unknown the idea currently is that it would connect on the Kansas side somewhere
between Mcintyre Road and Eisenhower Road in Lansing and on the Missouri side to Highway 152. The Leavenworth
County Board of Commissioners believes this new connection would spur significant economic development and growth
throughout the region.

This idea is in the very early stages but the Commission would like to see this concept move forward and gain support
from the federal, state, and local entities that will be involved in the process and funding. Along those lines we have
taken the initial step of submitting the idea to the Mid America Regional Council’s 2050 call for projects. This will allow
the project to be reviewed, graded and eventually be eligible for grant funding.

As we are all aware a project like this can’t be pulled off without significant political support, collaboration and funding.
To that end we are asking that City of Leavenworth provide a letter of support for the project. These letters should help
the scoring process for grant applications but also give us an idea who will be involved as the project moves forward.

We believe the next step will involve forming a committee to oversee the completion of a preliminary feasibility study.
While the committee will ultimately hammer out the complete details of the study we anticipate it would include
stakeholder’s engagement, high level traffic modeling and potential route alignments. The anticipated cost of a study
like this.is in the $50,000.00 range but again this could vary slightly once the committee defines-the full scope of services
and solicits proposals.

Leavenworth County is prepared to commit up to $25,000.00 towards the ultimate cost of the study and would like to
ask that your agency commit funds as well. Ultimately each agencies cost will be dependent on how many entities
decide to participate and the final cost of the study. We propose a simple division of cost by the total number of
participants. Understanding that without adequate funds we can’t move forward.
