CALL TO ORDER - The Governing Body met in regular session and the following commission members
were present: Mayor Mark Preisinger, Mayor Pro-Tem Jermaine Wilson, Commissioners Nancy
Bauder, Larry Dedeke and Myron J. (Mike) Griswold.

Others present: City Manager Paul Kramer, Assistant City Manager Taylour Tedder, Public Works

Commissioner Bauder moved to approve the minutes from the March 13, 2018 regular meeting as
presented. Commissioner Dedeke seconded the motion and was unanimously approved. The Mayor
declared the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Citizen Participation:
General Items:

Consider Reduction in Fees 1813 Cleveland Terrace — City Clerk Carla Williamson presented for
consideration a request by Mr. Benjamin Casad to reduce special assessments on the property
located at 1813 Cleveland Terrace. The 2013 property tax statement includes is a special
assessment in the amount of $879.07 placed on the taxes by the City for nuisance fees. Mr. Casad
purchased the property at the January 23, 2013 county tax sale. The City filed liens against the
property on September 7, 2012 and November 28, 2012 for the total amount of $879.07. Pictures of
the property were provided to the Commission.
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Mr. Casad addressed the Commission stating that if the Commission approved a reduction he would
reinvest the difference into the property by removing a fallen tree, getting a survey of the property
and addressing an abandoned well on the property. Long term goal would be to build a residential
house on the property.

The Commission discussed the request and asked Mr. Casad questions regarding the following:
Was he aware of the liens at the time of purchase

Why did he wait five (5) years to make the request

How soon does he plan to build on the property

How soon could he have the tree removed

Mr. Casad stated that he should have come to the Commission sooner with the request but time
passed and he had been busy. He was aware that there were liens on the property. He just paid
$600.00 last October for other year’s taxes. He plans to build a residential house in the next couple
of years and he could have the tree removed by fall.

Mayor Preisinger moved to reduce the abatement at 1813 Cleveland to $279.07 to be paid within 2
weeks of today; April 10, 2018. Commissioner Wilson seconded the motion and was approved 4-1
with Commissioner Bauder voting no. The Mayor declared the motion carried 4-1.

Port Authority Board Appointment — City Manager Paul Kramer presented for consideration the
nomination of Mr. Vernon Fields to the Leavenworth County Port Authority (LCPA) Board. At the
February 27, 2018 City Commission Meeting the appointment of Mr. Fields was not considered. The
Commission asked the City Manager to invite Mr. Fields to a Commission meeting. The Commission
would like to ask about his role as City Council for the City of Basehor and his run for U.S. Congress
and how these might affect his ability to serve as a representative for the entire county on the LCPA
Board.

Mr. Fields addressed the City Commission to answer some of the concerns regarding his
appointment. Mr. Fields stated he is focused on the mission of whatever he is responsible for. Mr.
Fields reviewed the Mission Statement of the Port Authority and feels that there will be no conflict.
Major concern would be if meeting times were to change. He is committed to the County as a
whole. Mr. Fields feels he is good at compartmentalizing. He has one year left on his term and does
not know what the future holds.

Commissioner Dedeke moved to approve the nomination of Vernon Fields to the Leavenworth
County Port Authority Board. Commissioner Bauder seconded the motion and was unanimously
approved. The Mayor declared the motion carried 5-0.

Consider 2018 Federal Legislative Program - City Manager Paul Kramer presented for consideration
the 2018 Federal Legislative Program. The program was discussed and reviewed at the March 20,
2018 Study Session. Upon approval a copy of the program will be sent to each of the City’s Federal
Legislators for review and information. The City Manager and Mayor are scheduled to visit the
Federal Legislator in Washington D.C. April 9-11, 2018.
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Commissioner Griswold recommended expanding information about the Bureau of Prisons need for
a new prison. City Manager Kramer said he would contact the BOP prior to the discussion with the
Federal Legislators.

Commissioner Griswold moved to approve the 2018 Federal Legislative Program as presented.
Commissioner Bauder seconded the motion and was unanimously approved. The Mayor declared
the motion carried 5-0.

Resolution B-2192 New Lawrence Road Project Temporary Notes - City Manager Paul Kramer
presented for consideration Resolution B-2192 related to the New Lawrence Road Project
temporary notes and/or general obligation bonds in the maximum principal amount of $605,000.00.

Commissioner Griswold moved to adopt and approve Resolution B-2192. Commissioner Bauder
seconded the motion and was unanimously approved. The Mayor declared the motion carried 5-0.

Resolution B-2193 Revised Admissions & Continued Occupancy Policy — Leavenworth Housing
Authority Manager Andrea Cheatom presented for approval and adoption the revised Admissions
and Continued Occupancy Policy for the Public Housing Program. Revisions include the pet policy,
dwelling lease and smoke-free policy.

Commissioner Griswold moved to adopt and approve Resolution B-2193 amending the Admissions
and Continued Occupancy Policy, pet policy, dwelling lease and adding a smoke-free policy for the
Public Housing Program. Commissioner Bauder seconded the motion and was unanimously
approved. The Mayor declared the motion carried 5-0.

Bids, Contracts and Agreements:

Consider Renewal of Fire Investigation Inter-Local Agreement — Fire Chief Gary Birch presented for
consideration the renewal of the reciprocal investigations inter-local agreement between the
Eastern Kansas Multi-County Task Force and the City of Leavenworth. The original agreement was
entered into in 1993 and at that time did not include Miami County. This renewal will include
Miami County.

Commissioner Bauder moved to renew the inter-local agreement with the Eastern Kansas Multi-
County Task Force. Commissioner Dedeke seconded the motion and was unanimously approved.
The Mayor declared the motion carried 5-0.
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Consider Supplemental Agreement 2 with Kansas Department of Transportation (KDOT) for
Federal Funds Exchange (FFE) Program — Public Works Director Mike McDonald presented for
consideration the contract for the 2018 KDOT FFE Program; KDOT Agreement No. 94-16
Supplemental No. 2; City Contract No. 2016-28. The total available to the City after the 25%
administrative fee to the State is $312,792.15.

Commissioner Griswold moved to approve the supplemental agreement with KDOT for the Federal
Funds Exchange Program for 2018. Commissioner Wilson seconded the motion and was
unanimously approved. The Mayor declared the motion carried 5-0.

Consider Purchase of Data Storage — City Manager Paul Kramer presented for consideration the
purchase of additional storage from ISG Technology for electronic storage in the amount of
$51,489.67. The City currently uses ISG Technology and it is the belief that we will run out of
storage capacity by the end of 2018 due to the use of body-wide cameras and other video and
streaming demands.

Commissioner Bauder moved to approve the purchase of additional storage from ISG Technology in
an amount not to exceed $51,489.67. Commissioner Dedeke seconded the motion and was
unanimously approved. The Mayor declared the motion carried 5-0.

WHEREAS, under the 2016 Development Regulations of the City of Leavenworth,
Kansas, the Governing Body of the City of Leavenworth is given the power to locate special uses
in each zoning district by ordinance within said City; and

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission, after fully complying with the requirements
of the Ordinances of the City of Leavenworth, Kansas, held a public hearing on the i day of
March, 2018 in the Commission Room, 1* Floor of City Hall, 100 N. 5" Street, Leavenworth,
Kansas, the official date and time set as was published in the Leavenworth Times newspaper and
mailed to all property owners within 200 feet of the said property on the 15" day of February
2018; and

WHEREAS, upon a motion made, duly seconded, and passed, the City Planning
Commission adopted findings of fact and recommended approval of the request for a child care
center at 1922 5" Avenue, Leavenworth, Kansas.

WHEREAS, upon a roll call vote duly passed, the Governing Body adopted the findings
of fact and conclusions to allow special use for a child care center for the property described
herein.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
LEAVENWORTH, KANSAS:

Section 1. That a special use permit be issued for a child care center on the following
described property:

The South 23 feet of Lot 7 and the North 33.50 feet of Lot 8, Block 20, REESE
DONIPHAN AND THORNTON’S ADDITION TO LEAVENWORTH, a subdivision in
the City of Leavenworth Leavenworth County Kansas and more commonly referred to as
1922 5™ Avenue; in a R1-6 (High Density Single Family Residential) District.

Section 2. That this special use permit is subject to the following:

a.) A minimum of 1,200 square feet of open space 100% enclosed by a minimum 4’ high
fence or wall shall be provided and maintained in good condition;

b.) To operate a childcare center for up to twelve (12) children;

c.) A copy of the permanent Child Care Center License shall be provided annually upon
renewal by the State of Kansas; and

d.) No additional home occupations may be carried out at the resident.

BACKGROUND:
The City was approached last year by Sandeep and Karishma Khandelwal, owners of Kare
Pharmacy. They purchased property located at 2500 S. 4™ st. to serve as a new location for

their business. In September of 2017 City owned property located adjacent to the north side of
their property was sold by the Commission to the Khandelwal’s for extra parking lot space for
their new pharmacy development. The Khandelwal’s have additionally asked for a sales tax
exemption on their building materials through the Industrial Revenue Bond (IRB) financing
mechanism.

ISSUE:

The allowance of IRBs, as permitted by Kansas State Statute, by the City Commission would
essentially grant Kare Pharmacy the use of the City’s state sales tax exemption in purchasing
building materials. At the time of writing this policy report, no information has been provided
giving an estimate of the total sales tax dollars the City would forgo.

ACTION:

Staff requests that the City Commission provide a consensus as to whether or not they would
welcome a formal resolution, including all necessary and required legal steps, to be presented
by Kare Pharmacy for the use of Industrial Revenue Bonds.

The Developer will purchase the bonds.

The Developer files an application with the City requesting IRB financing and
enters into a funding agreement which provides that the Developer is
responsible for all costs, including legal and bond counsel costs incurred by
the City.

City adopts a nonbinding resolution of intent to issue bonds, which allows the
Developer to use the City’s sales tax exemption certificate to purchase
materials. The Developer is required to sign an agreement with Kansas
Department of Revenue in which it agrees to pay sales tax on materials if the
IRBs are not issued.

City engages its bond counsel to prepare the IRB documents.

K.S.A. 12-1744e requires publication of notice of intent to issue IRBs and
enter into a lease with a retailer.

City issues bonds [pursuant to a “bond ordinance™ and other related bond
documents] which are “purchased” by the Developer and which only the
Developer may own. The bonds are NOT general obligations of the City and
are NOT backed by the City’s full faith and credit. They are payable solely
from the rents paid by the Developer, in its capacity as “borrower” to itself, in
its capacity as “bondholder”.

The “proceeds” of the bonds are used by the Developer to construct and equip
a facility. Since the Developer is both the “borrower” and the “bondholder”
in this structure, the expenses incurred by the Developer are considered
“proceeds” which are then endorsed by the Bond Trustee annually as draw
down “proceeds” of the bonds.

A Bond Trustee approved by both the City and the Developer handles the
ongoing administrative duties of the IRB, keeping track of “proceeds” and
outstanding principal.

Simultaneously with the issuance of the bonds, the Developer conveys title
to the property and the facility to the City, which then immediately leases
it back to the Developer, who for all intents as purposes functions as owner
of the property. The City has no obligation for taxes, insurance,

maintenance or other items related to ownership of the Property. The



Developer indemnifies the City from any and all third party claims and is

required to add the City as an additional insured on its insurance.

\2

The City assigns its interest in the lease to the Bond Trustee.

» The Developer is obligated to make lease payments to the Bond Trustee in the
amount of the principal and interest payments on the bonds, which the Bond
Trustee then passes on to the bondholder. In the structure contemplated by
Zeck, where Zeck is both the “borrower” and the “bondholder”, Zeck may
offset its obligation to make “lease payments” with its right to receive the
corresponding bond payments, so that no actual cash payment by Zeck (to
itself) is required.

» These IRB’s typically have a short maturity 24 — 36 months, and after the

construction period is concluded, the Developer is required to exercise its

option to buy the property for a nominal amount and cancel the bonds. This
collapses the bond structure, the City deeds the property back to Zeck.

e Costs. All costs are paid by the Developer. At the outset most cities will require the
Developer to enter into a funding agreement with the City pursuant to which the
Developer agrees to pay these expenses — some of which are dependent upon the bonds
being issued, but some of which will also be incurred in any cvent.

Review bids received for the replacement of the flat roof and skylights at the Riverfront

BACKGROUND:

The Riverfront Community Center was renovated and opened in 1988. The roof portion over the
Riverview Room, Buffalo Bill Cody Room, and kitchen area is the original flat roof that was
installed with the opening of the building. Over the past several years, staff has battled multiple
leaks in the roofing, patching several leaks only to have new ones appear each time it rains. Also
in this flat roof area, the existing skylights have become weathered to the point of being virtually
non-transparent. Therefore, they are in need of replacement as well.

A bid package was developed for the replacement of this flat roof area and the skylights and was
posted on local media sites and as well as at Drexel Technologies. A pre-bid meeting was held
Thursday, March 15 at 10:00 a.m. at which time prospective bidders were given access to the
rooftop area.

ISSUE:
Consider the approval of the statewide bid (contract #42067) for the purchase of a 2018 Dodge Ram
2500 regular cab 4x4 pickup.

BACKGROUND:

Streets Division is budgeted for a % ton pickup in the 2018 CIP budget. Operations Superintendent
Curtis Marks prepared bid specifications and researched options for purchasing the truck. After
reviewing available purchase options,department staff chose to utilize the State of Kansas
Cooperative Purchasing Program under the statutory authority of KSA 12-2901 for the cooperative
purchase. This program is handled administratively by the State of Kansas and is used throughout
our region for the purchase of trucks and equipment. This program allows the City to purchase a
truck that meets our needs while guaranteeing that standard governmental purchasing practices
are followed.

The purchase price includes the trade-in value of the 2004 Chevrolet 2500 4x4 pickup. Davis Moore is
the only vendor able to quote a % ton pickup through the state bid.

The state bid includes a standard 36-month/36,000 mile basic warranty and a 60-month/100,000 mile
power train warranty.

FINANCE:
The 2018 CIP included funding in the amount of $40,000 for the replacement of the 2004 Chevrolet
2500 regular cab 4 x 4 with 116,056 miles.

STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS:
Staff recommends the City Commission approve the purchase of a 2018 Dodge Ram 2500 regular cab
4x4 pickup for $25,686.02 from Davis Moore, Inc., PO Box 780047, 7675 E. Kellogg, Wichita, KS 67278.

The City purchasing policy is intended to ensure competition in the purchase of goods and materials by
the City. The State of Kansas has a much more rigorous process related to purchases of large
equipment. Purchases done under the State Cooperative Program meet all the steps required for
competitive bids and proposals in the City of Leavenworth Purchasing Policy.

The City Commission can approve or reject this bid.

Consider approval of annual plastic bag purchase for customer distribution.

STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS:

Staff recommends that the City Commission approve the qualified bid by Jadcore, Inc.
for 23,000 rolls of bags at a total cost of $ 127,880.00. The amount budgeted for this item
was $125,000.00 making the low bid $2,880.00 over the budget.

BACKGROUND:

The Solid Waste Division purchases 1,150,000 plastic refuse bags (23,000 rolls) annually
for distribution to refuse customers semi-annually. Bags are also provided for Spring
Clean-Up, new customers, sold in the City Clerks office to residents, and for other
departmental use. An average number of rolls used per year (for all uses) is 22,500.
